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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was performed in accordance with
Terracon Proposal No. PJU227076 dated October 24, 2022 with notice to proceed on
April 27, 2023, and was conducted consistent with the procedures included in ASTM
E1527-13, Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment Process. The ESA was conducted under the supervision
or responsible charge of Eric Lyding, P.E., Environmental Professional. Cassandra Ortiz
performed the site reconnaissance on May 24, 2023.

Findings and Opinions

A summary of findings is provided below. It should be recognized that details were not
included or fully developed in this section, and the report must be read in its entirety for
a comprehensive understanding of the items contained herein.

Site Description and Use

The site consists of an approximate 75-acre tract of land owned by Arizona State Land
Department (ASLD) located on the NEC of East Lost Dutchman Boulevard and East
Apache Trail, Pinal County, Apache Junction, Arizona. The site is currently native land
with Weekes Wash traversing the site.

Historical Information

Based on a review of historical information, the site consisted of native land with Weekes
Wash traversing the site from north to south on the east portion of the site by at least
1938. Two unimproved access roads were present by 1953 and by 1959 a structure was
depicted on topographic maps in the central portion of the site. Aerial photographs
indicated a residence and vehicles were present in the central portion of the site until
approximately 2003 when the residence was razed. The concrete pad of the former
residential structure remains to present day. The north adjoining property consisted of
an unimproved road consistent with East Apache Trail followed by native land by at least
1938. East Apache Trail was improved by 1953. The east adjoining property has
consisted of native land with Weekes Wash by at least 1938 to present day. The south
adjoining property consisted of native land by at least 1938. An unimproved road
consistent with East Lost Dutchman Boulevard was present to the south by 1961. The
first residence was present to the south by 1973. Additional residences were developed,
and East Lost Dutchman Boulevard was improved to the south by 2003. The west
adjoining property consisted of native land by at least 1938 and was developed with the
existing commercial building by approximately 1973. Based on the historical information,
recognized environmental conditions (RECs) were not identified.
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Records Review

Selected federal and state environmental regulatory databases as well as responses
from state and local regulatory agencies were reviewed. The site was not identified in
the current regulatory database report. Based on distance, apparent hydrogeologic
gradient, or regulatory status, properties identified within the database do not constitute
RECs in connection with the site at this time.

Site Reconnaissance

The site currently consists of native land. During the site reconnaissance, Weekes Wash,
one pole-mounted transformer, concrete debris, household trash and litter, a concrete
pad, concrete fence posts, and a groundwater well were observed on the site. Based on
the site reconnaissance, the current site operations do not constitute RECs to the site.

Adjoining Properties

The site is adjoined to the north by East Apache Trail followed by native land owned by
ASLD; to the east by native ASLD land and Weekes Wash; to the south by East Lost
Dutchman Boulevard followed by residences and native land; and to the west by Apache
Junction Elks Lodge followed by East Apache Trail. RECs to the site were not observed
with the adjoining properties.

Significant Data Gaps

No significant data gaps were identified.

Conclusions

We have performed a Phase I ESA consistent with the procedures included in ASTM
Practice E1527-13 for the property located on the NEC of East Lost Dutchman Boulevard
and East Apache Trail, Pinal County, Apache Junction, Arizona, the site. RECs or
Controlled RECs (CRECs) were not identified in connection with the site.

Recommendations

Based on the scope of services, limitations, and conclusions of this assessment, Terracon
did not identify RECs or CRECs. As such, no additional investigation is warranted at this
time.

Although not a REC, debris was observed in the area of the former residence located on
the central portion of the site. The debris should be tested for asbestos and a Toxicity
Characteristic Leaching Procedure sample collected prior to disposal.

The location of the site is depicted on Exhibit 1 of Appendix A, which was reproduced
from a portion of the USGS 7.5-minute series topographic map. The site and adjoining
properties are depicted on the Site Diagram, which is included as Exhibit 2 of Appendix
A. Acronyms and terms used in this report are described in Appendix F.

1.2 Scope of Services

This Phase I ESA was performed in accordance with Terracon Proposal No. PJU227076
dated October 24, 2022 with notice to proceed on April 27, 2023, and was conducted
consistent with the procedures included in ASTM E1527-13, Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process. The
purpose of this ESA was to assist the client in developing information to identify RECs in
connection with the site as reflected by the scope of this report. This purpose was
undertaken through user-provided information, a regulatory database review, historical
and physical records review, interviews (including local government inquiries, as
applicable), and a visual noninvasive reconnaissance of the site and adjoining properties.
Limitations, ASTM deviations, and significant data gaps (if identified) are noted in the
applicable sections of the report.

ASTM E1527-13 contains a definition of "migrate/migration," which refers to “the
movement of hazardous substances or petroleum products in any form, including, for
example, solid and liquid at the surface or subsurface, and vapor in the subsurface.”  By
including this explicit reference to migration in ASTM E1527-13, the Standard clarifies
that the potential for vapor migration should be addressed as part of a Phase I ESA.
This Phase I ESA has considered vapor migration in evaluation of RECs associated with
the site.
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As requested by the client, the following additional services were performed:

1.3 Standard of Care

This ESA was performed in accordance with generally accepted practices of this
profession, undertaken in similar studies at the same time and in the same geographical
area. We have endeavored to meet this standard of care, but may be limited by
conditions encountered during performance, a client-driven scope of work, or inability to
review information not received by the report date. Where appropriate, these limitations
are discussed in the text of the report, and an evaluation of their significance with
respect to our findings has been conducted.

Phase I ESAs, such as the one performed at this site, are of limited scope, are
noninvasive, and cannot eliminate the potential that hazardous, toxic, or petroleum
substances are present or have been released at the site beyond what is identified by
the limited scope of this ESA. In conducting the limited scope of services described
herein, certain sources of information and public records were not reviewed.

3.1 Historical Topographic Maps, Aerial Photographs, and
Sanborn Maps

Readily available historical USGS topographic maps, selected historical aerial
photographs (at approximately 10- to 15-year intervals) and historical fire insurance
maps produced by the Sanborn Map Company were reviewed to evaluate land
development and obtain information concerning the history of development on and near
the site. Reviewed historical topographic maps, aerial photographs, and Sanborn maps
are summarized below.

The EDR regulatory database report included a review of both Federal and State
Engineering Control (EC) and Institutional Control (IC) databases. Based on a review of
the database report, the site was not listed on the EC or IC databases. Please note that
in addition to these federal and state listings, AULs can be recorded at the county and
municipal level that may not be listed in the regulatory database report.

Environmental lien and activity and use limitation records recorded against the site were
not provided by the client. At the direction of the client, performance of a review of
these records was not included as part of the scope of services and unless notified
otherwise, we assume that the client is evaluating this information outside the scope of
this report.

Sparks was not aware of aboveground/underground storage tanks, chemical storage,
and/or spills/releases occurring at the site.

The Terracon 2023 Weekes Wash Watershed WA1, Amendment 4, Transaction Screen
(Terracon 2023 Transaction Screen) reported the site to consist of the project area
centered on Weekes Wash and comprised of the site with additional undeveloped parcels
that formed an approximately 190-acre, triangular-shaped area bounded by State Route
(SR) 88 to the northwest, Lost Dutchman Boulevard to the south, and undeveloped
desert to the east. The Terracon 2023 Transaction Screen identified minor evidence of
development on the site, which consisted of small concrete foundations of a former
residence and fence posts; however, other than these remnants, the site was reported
to not include other structures or development. The Terracon 2023 Transaction Screen
did not identify Potential Environmental Concerns (PECs).  Recommendations included
that the concrete foundations and debris observed in the area of the former residence,
located on the site, should be tested for asbestos and a Toxicity Characteristic Leaching
Procedure sample collected prior to disposal.

4.0 RECORDS REVIEW

Regulatory database information was provided by EDR, a contract information services
company. The purpose of the records review was to identify RECs in connection with the
site. Information in this section is subject to the accuracy of the data provided by the
information services company and the date at which the information is updated. The
scope herein did not include confirmation of facilities listed as "unmappable" by
regulatory databases.
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In some of the following subsections, the words up-gradient, cross-gradient, and down-
gradient refer to the topographic gradient in relation to the site. As stated previously,
the groundwater flow direction and the depth to shallow groundwater, if present, would
likely vary depending upon seasonal variations in rainfall and the depth to the
soil/bedrock interface. Without the benefit of on-site groundwater monitoring wells
surveyed to a datum, groundwater depth and flow direction beneath the site cannot be
directly ascertained.

An additional well was mapped as
located on the northern portion of the
site. Based on well records, the well
located on the central portion of the site
was installed in 1955 to a depth of
approximately 350 feet and was used for
domestic stock water. The well depicted
on the northern portion of the property
was reportedly installed in 1978 for
mineral exploration. The well was
reportedly capped in 1992. No evidence of
the mineral exploration well was observed
during the site reconnaissance. The ADWR

The site consists of an approximate 75-acre tract of land further identified as ASLD
located on the NEC of East Lost Dutchman Boulevard and East Apache Trail, Pinal
County, Apache Junction, Arizona.

Other processes or equipment
During Terracon’s site reconnaissance, a concrete pad and concrete fence posts
associated with a former residence were observed on the central portion of the site. No
staining or noxious odors were observed in the vicinity of the concrete pad/former
residence. The concrete pad does not constitute a REC to the site.

Electrical Transformers/ PCBs

Transformers and/or capacitors
During Terracon’s site reconnaissance, one pole-mounted transformer was observed on
the southcentral portion of the site; however, no information with regard to PCB content
of the transformer fluids was observed. Some transformers contain mineral oil which
may contain PCBs.

At this time, it’s unknown whether Arizona Public Service (APS) or Salt River Project
(SRP) maintains responsibility for the transformer, and if the transformer were “PCB
contaminated,” the utility owner (APS or SRP) is not required to replace the transformer
fluids until a release, if identified. However, evidence of current or prior releases were
not observed in the vicinity of the electrical equipment during the site reconnaissance.
The pole-mounted transformer does not constitute a REC to the site at this time.

Releases or Potential Releases

Trash, debris, and/or other waste materials
During Terracon’s site reconnaissance, minor amounts of household trash and litter were
observed throughout the southcentral portion of the site. No staining or noxious odors
were observed in the vicinity of the trash. The household trash and litter do not
constitute a REC to the site.

Construction/demolition debris and/or dumped fill dirt
During Terracon’s site reconnaissance, concrete debris were observed on the
southcentral portion of the site. No staining or noxious odors were observed in the
vicinity of the concrete debris. The concrete debris does not constitute a REC to the site.

Other Notable Site Features

Wells
During Terracon’s site reconnaissance, one well was observed on the central portion of
the site. According to the well records provided by ADWR, the well was installed in
approximately 1955 to a depth of approximately 350 feet. The well was installed for
domestic stock water use, potentially for the former residence that was located on the
central portion of the site. No staining or noxious odors were observed in the vicinity of

the well. Based on a review of historical information and use of the well, the well does
not constitute a REC to the site. A copy of the well records is included in Appendix C.
