This Phase I ESA is intended to reduce, but 
not eliminate, uncertainty regarding the potential for RECs in connection with the subject property.

Pursuant to ASTM Standard Practice E 1527-13, Kimley-Horn assumes that the information provided by all 
sources and parties, including the User, is accurate and complete, except where obvious inconsistencies 
or inaccuracies were identified.

There are no deviations from the ASTM Standard.  Any physical limitations identified during the completion 
of this report are referenced in Section 7.0.

2.1 Recorded Land Title Records 


A 50-year chain of title review was not conducted by Kimley-Horn as the User did not provide Kimley-Horn 
with chain of title documents for the subject property.  Standard and other historical sources were able to 
document that the subject property was undeveloped native desert until approximately 2007 when a 300-
foot wide mitigation corridor associated with the Paradise Ridge Section 404 permit was graded along the 
eastern property boundary.  Culverts were installed in approximately 2010 under Mayo Blvd. connecting 
the onsite mitigation corridor to the corridor north of Mayo Blvd.  The remainder of the site has remained 
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undeveloped native desert with the exception utilities located along the southern property boundary 
(sanitary sewer, telephone, electric and irrigation observed).    


An environmental lien search was performed by reviewing the title commitment with an amendment date 
of June 23, 2015 and no environmental liens were identified.  A copy of the title commitment provided to 
the Environmental Professional is not included with this report, but could be provided upon request.

4.0 RECORDS REVIEW 


Kimley-Horn attempted to review reasonably ascertainable records to identify obvious uses of the subject 
property from the present, back to the property’s obvious first developed use, or back to 1940, whichever 
is earlier.  However, reasonably ascertainable records reviewed as part of this Phase I ESA only 
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documented the use of the property back to 1949.  Historic information prior to 1949 was not available.  
This constitutes a data failure, which is a type of data gap; however, the data gap is not considered 
significant because other information and/or personal experience did not raise reasonable concerns 
involving the data gap.   


4.1 Aerial Photographs and Sanborn Maps 


Kimley-Horn attempted to review reasonably ascertainable Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps for the subject 
property.  Kimley-Horn requested a search for Sanborn Fire Insurance maps through EDR.  According to 
EDR, no Sanborn Map coverage is available for the subject property (Appendix D).   


Kimley-Horn reviewed reasonably ascertainable aerial photographs for the subject property area.  The 
sources and years reviewed are identified in the table below.  The EDR aerial photographs and 
supplemental aerial photographs are included in Appendix E. 


The following table summarizes the sources reviewed and the information obtained about the subject 
property from these sources.  Information obtained about the adjoining properties from these sources is 
summarized in Section 8.0.

4.2 Historical Topographic Maps 


Kimley-Horn obtained historical USGS topographic maps for the subject property through EDR for 1906, 
1964, 1973, and 1982 (Appendix F).  The location of the subject property is not discernable on the 1906 
map; therefore, it was not reviewed.  No structures or improvements were visible on the subject property or 
adjacent properties on the remaining maps.  No RECs were revealed by the review of historical topographic 
maps. 


4.3 Local Street Directories 
Kimley-Horn obtained a City Directory Abstract for the subject property through EDR (Appendix G).  The 
only adjacent addresses available were 18017 N. 64th St. (adjacent to the west);  and 18440 N. 68th St., 18220 
N. 68th St., 17950 N. 68th St., 17850 N. 68th St. (adjacent to the east).  Land adjacent to the north is owned by ASLD 
and does not have an address.  Land to the south is owned by Bureau of Reclamation and does not have an address. 
No RECs were revealed by the City Directory Abstract. 


4.4 Assessing Department 


Kimley-Horn obtained parcel data for the property and adjacent properties (as available) from the Maricopa 
County Assessor’s Office website.  No other reasonably ascertainable assessment information provided by 
the Maricopa County Assessor’s Office was obtained and reviewed.  


4.5 Building Department 


Kimley-Horn searched the City of Phoenix records and found no records for the subject property.  


4.6 Fire Department 


Kimley-Horn was not able to submit a records request to the Phoenix Fire Department since postal 
addresses are required and parcel numbers cannot be used in the search.  It is Kimley-Horn’s opinion that 
this does not preclude our ability to reach conclusions regarding the subject property and adjacent 
properties. 
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4.7 Health Department 


Kimley-Horn utilized the online search of the Maricopa County Environmental Services Department 
database for public records for addresses along Mayo Blvd. in the vicinity of the property (5777 E Mayo 
Blvd. to 7000 E. Mayo Blvd.). No records of illegal dumping, hazardous waste spills or other environmental 
concerns for the subject property.   


4.8 Utilities 


The following is a summary of the utilities that service the subject Site. 


4.8.1 MUNICIPAL WATER/WATER WELLS 


Kimley-Horn reviewed the Arizona Department of Water Resources (ADWR) Well Registry website (ADWR 
2015). No wells are located on the subject property or adjacent properties according to ADWR.    


4.8.2 SANITARY SEWER/SEPTIC SYSTEM 


Kimley-Horn reviewed the ALTA/ACSM Land Title Survey for the subject property.  A sanitary sewer is 
located on the southern property boundary (running parallel with the property boundary), as well as under 
Mayo Blvd. north of the site (running parallel with Mayo Blvd.).  The sanitary sewer does not represent a 
REC for the subject property.  


4.8.3 HEAT SOURCE 


The subject property is undeveloped with no buildings.  No documentation of fuel oil use was identified 
during review of reasonably ascertainable records, and no visual evidence of fuel oil use was identified 
during the site reconnaissance.  It is Kimley-Horn’s opinion that this does not preclude our ability to reach 
conclusions regarding the subject property and adjacent properties. If a fuel oil Underground Storage Tank 
(UST) is discovered in the future and/or evidence of a release of historical fuel oil is identified, further 
evaluation may be necessary. 


4.9 Underground Storage Tank (UST) Systems 


Review of reasonably ascertainable standard and other historical sources and site observations have not 
identified the current and historical presence of USTs on the subject property.  Specifically, no records of 
USTs were identified through review of reasonably ascertainable records and Kimley-Horn did not observe 
any evidence of USTs (i.e. fill ports, vent pipes, etc.) during the site reconnaissance.  Additionally, the 
current owner indicated he had no knowledge of USTs associated with the subject property. 


4.10 Previous Environmental Reports 
 
Kimley-Horn was retained to conduct a Phase I ESA, and subsequently a Phase I ESA Update that was 
issued April 6, 2015 and is valid until September 14, 2015 for the approximately 49.6-acre subject property 
located at the northwest corner of Mayo Blvd. and 68th St. (Parcel No. 215-04-706A).  This site is located 
north of the subject property beyond Mayo Blvd.  The assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs, 
HRECs, or CRECs connected with the property.   
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4.11 Government Institutional and Engineering Controls 


Kimley-Horn has not identified any record of environmental liens, activity and use limitations, or institutional 
controls or engineering controls associated with the subject property through review of reasonable 
ascertainable records.   


Kimley-Horn searched Arizona Department of Environmental Quality’s (ADEQ’s) Remediation and 
Declaration of Environmental Use Restriction (DEUR) database using the subject property’s street (Mayo 
Blvd.). DEURs, Voluntary Environmental Mitigation Use Restriction (VEMURs) or other use limitations were 
not identified.  


5.0 INTERVIEWS 


The objective of completing interviews with knowledgeable site contacts is to obtain information about the 
uses and physical characteristics of the property.  In general, interviewees supported the information 
reviewed from other historical sources (i.e. aerial photos, city records, etc.).

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6.0 SUMMARY OF HISTORICAL USE 


Standard and other historical sources were able to document that the subject property was undeveloped 
native desert until approximately 2007 when a 300-foot wide mitigation corridor associated with the 
Paradise Ridge Section 404 permit was graded along the eastern property boundary.  Culverts were 
installed in approximately 2010 under Mayo Blvd. connecting the onsite mitigation corridor to the corridor 
north of Mayo Blvd.  The remainder of the site has remained undeveloped native desert with the exception 
of utilities located along the southern property boundary (sanitary sewer, telephone, electric and irrigation 
observed).   


Land north of the site has remained undeveloped native desert with the exception of Mayo Blvd, which was 
constructed in approximately 1999.  The previously mentioned culverts extend into the mitigation corridor 
north of Mayo Blvd.  Based on field observations and the ALTA survey review, utilities are located within 
and along Mayo Blvd. north of the site (sanitary sewer and electrical provided by Arizona Public Service).  
Land east of the site was developed into residential use in approximately 2007.  Land south and west of 
the site have remained undeveloped native desert, owned by the Bureau of Reclamation (Reach 11 south 
of the site) and ASLD (west of the site).

7.1 Subject Property Observations 


The subject property is undeveloped native desert, with the exception of a 300-foot wide mitigation corridor 
associated with the Paradise Ridge Section 404 permit along the eastern property boundary, rip-rap 
associated with culverts under Mayo Blvd. that extend into the mitigation corridor, and utilities located along 
the southern property boundary (sanitary sewer, telephone, electric and irrigation observed).  No other 
improvements were observed onsite. Based on field observations and the ALTA survey review, utilities are 
located within and along Mayo Blvd. north of the site (sanitary sewer and electrical provided by Arizona 
Public Service (APS)).  Minor areas of debris (landscape debris, metal, tires, barbed wire, etc.) were 
observed onsite. These are de minimus conditions.  Photographs taken during the site reconnaissance are 
included in Appendix A. 


One (1) REC was observed during field reconnaissance. 


 Two 55-gallon drums were observed onsite and appeared to be associated with wildcat dumping, 
which is the improper and illegal disposal of solid waste, as truck tire tracks were visible adjacent 
to the drums.  Each drum is rusty and has leaked what appears to be petroleum product (likely 
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diesel fuel or oil based on odor and soil staining) on the adjacent soils.  The soil staining appears 
to be local and the drums appear to still contain additional petroleum product.

9.1 Subject Property and Occupant Listings 


The subject property was not identified in the referenced databases.  


9.2 Adjoining and Nearby Sites 


Kimley-Horn’s review of the referenced databases also considered the potential or likelihood of 
contamination from adjoining and nearby sites.  To evaluate which of the adjoining and nearby sites 
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identified in the regulatory database report present an environmental risk to the subject property, Kimley-
Horn considered the following criteria: 


 The type of database on which the adjoining/nearby property is identified.   


 The topographic position of the property relative to the subject property. 


 The direction and distance of the identified facility from the subject property.   


 Local soil conditions in the subject property area.  


 The known and/or inferred ground water flow direction in the subject property area.   


 The status of the respective regulatory agency-required investigations and/or cleanup associated with 
the identified facility.    


 Surface and subsurface obstructions and diversions (e.g., buildings, roads, sewer systems, utility 
service lines, rivers, lakes, and ditches) located between the identified site and the subject property.   


Only those sites that are judged to present a potential environmental risk to the subject property and/or 
warrant additional clarification are further evaluated.  Using the referenced criteria, and based upon a review 
of readily available information contained within the regulatory database report, Kimley-Horn did not identify 
adjoining (i.e., bordering) or nearby sites (e.g., properties within a ¼-mile radius) listed in the regulatory 
database report that were judged to present a potential environmental risk to the subject property.  


The EDR report also identified two (2) orphan sites.    Orphan sites are facilities that have inadequate 
address information to map; however, EDR provides limited reports generated for the orphan facilities.  The 
orphan sites are not located within the ASTM search radii for their respective category; therefore, no further 
research was conducted for these facilities. 


9.3 EDR Vapor Encroachment Screen 


Kimley-Horn prepared a Vapor Encroachment Screen using EDR’s Vapor Encroachment Worksheet.  All 
facilities were eliminated by the screening process from further review based on topographic gradient, 
distance from the property and/or groundwater depth.  In addition, the reasonable ascertainable information 
reviewed during the completion of this Phase I ESA does not suggest any current and/or historical uses 
would negatively impact soil vapor quality at the Site. As such, potentially contaminated soil vapors are not 
likely to exist at the subject Site.  The EDR Vapor Encroachment Screening Report is included in Appendix 
J. 


10.0 Findings, Opinions and Conclusions  


10.1 Significant Data Gaps  


Data gaps were encountered during the preparation of this Phase I ESA and are listed below. However, no 
significant data gaps which impacted Kimley-Horn's ability to identify RECs for the subject property were 
identified during the preparation of this Phase I ESA report: 


 Historical aerial photographs and topographic maps were not readily available for review in five-year 
intervals.  
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 Site owners for land adjacent to the property to the east and south were not interviewed for this Phase 
I ESA.  


 Kimley-Horn attempted to review reasonably ascertainable records to identify obvious uses of the 
subject property from the present, back to the property’s obvious first developed use, or back to 1940, 
whichever is earlier.  However, reasonably ascertainable records reviewed as part of this Phase I ESA 
only documented the use of the property back to 1949.  Historic information prior to 1949 was not 
available.   


It is Kimley-Horn’s opinion that these gaps do not preclude our ability to reach conclusions regarding the 
subject property and adjacent properties.  Kimley-Horn did not identify or encounter any instances of 
significant data gaps during the course of this ESA.   


10.2 Recognized Environmental Conditions 


We have performed a Phase I ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E 
1527-13 of the approximately 92-acre subject property located at the southwest corner of 68th Street and 
Mayo Blvd. (Parcel No. 215-04-700A) in Phoenix, Maricopa County, Arizona.  Any exceptions to, or 
deletions from, this practice are described in Section 1.4 of this report. This assessment has revealed 
evidence of one (1) REC connected with the property. 


 Two 55-gallon drums were observed onsite and appeared to be associated with wildcat dumping, 
which is the improper and illegal disposal of solid waste, as truck tire tracks were visible adjacent 
to the drums.  Each drum is rusty and has leaked what appears to be petroleum product (likely 
diesel fuel or oil based on odor and soil staining) on the adjacent soils.  The soil staining appears 
to be local and the drums appear to still contain additional petroleum product. These drums and 
contaminated soil should be removed/remediated per all applicable federal, state and local rules 
and regulations.     


10.3 Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions  


A HREC, as defined in the ASTM Standard, is an environmental condition that in the past would have been 
identified as a REC but has been adequately addressed and, therefore, no longer represents a REC.  
Kimley-horn has not identified any HRECs in association with the subject property.  


10.4 Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions  


A CREC, as defined in the ASTM Standard, is a REC resulting from a past release of hazardous substances 
and/or petroleum products in which the regulatory agency has allowed contamination to remain in place at 
the property which is subject to the implementation of required controls and/or restrictive use. No known 
past releases were associated with the subject property. As such, Kimley-Horn has not identified any 
CRECs in association with the subject property.

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Preface
Soil surveys contain information that affects land use planning in survey areas. They
highlight soil limitations that affect various land uses and provide information about
the properties of the soils in the survey areas. Soil surveys are designed for many
different users, including farmers, ranchers, foresters, agronomists, urban planners,
community officials, engineers, developers, builders, and home buyers. Also,
conservationists, teachers, students, and specialists in recreation, waste disposal,
and pollution control can use the surveys to help them understand, protect, or enhance
the environment.


Various land use regulations of Federal, State, and local governments may impose
special restrictions on land use or land treatment. Soil surveys identify soil properties
that are used in making various land use or land treatment decisions. The information
is intended to help the land users identify and reduce the effects of soil limitations on
various land uses. The landowner or user is responsible for identifying and complying
with existing laws and regulations.


Although soil survey information can be used for general farm, local, and wider area
planning, onsite investigation is needed to supplement this information in some cases.
Examples include soil quality assessments (http://www.nrcs.usda.gov/wps/portal/
nrcs/main/soils/health/) and certain conservation and engineering applications. For
more detailed information, contact your local USDA Service Center (http://
offices.sc.egov.usda.gov/locator/app?agency=nrcs) or your NRCS State Soil
Scientist (http://www.nrcs.usda.gov/wps/portal/nrcs/detail/soils/contactus/?

Great differences in soil properties can occur within short distances. Some soils are
seasonally wet or subject to flooding. Some are too unstable to be used as a
foundation for buildings or roads. Clayey or wet soils are poorly suited to use as septic
tank absorption fields. A high water table makes a soil poorly suited to basements or
underground installations.


The National Cooperative Soil Survey is a joint effort of the United States Department
of Agriculture and other Federal agencies, State agencies including the Agricultural
Experiment Stations, and local agencies.

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How Soil Surveys Are Made
Soil surveys are made to provide information about the soils and miscellaneous areas
in a specific area. They include a description of the soils and miscellaneous areas and
their location on the landscape and tables that show soil properties and limitations
affecting various uses. Soil scientists observed the steepness, length, and shape of
the slopes; the general pattern of drainage; the kinds of crops and native plants; and
the kinds of bedrock. They observed and described many soil profiles. A soil profile is
the sequence of natural layers, or horizons, in a soil. The profile extends from the
surface down into the unconsolidated material in which the soil formed or from the
surface down to bedrock. The unconsolidated material is devoid of roots and other
living organisms and has not been changed by other biological activity.


Currently, soils are mapped according to the boundaries of major land resource areas
(MLRAs). MLRAs are geographically associated land resource units that share
common characteristics related to physiography, geology, climate, water resources,
soils, biological resources, and land uses (USDA, 2006). Soil survey areas typically
consist of parts of one or more MLRA.


The soils and miscellaneous areas in a survey area occur in an orderly pattern that is
related to the geology, landforms, relief, climate, and natural vegetation of the area.
Each kind of soil and miscellaneous area is associated with a particular kind of
landform or with a segment of the landform. By observing the soils and miscellaneous
areas in the survey area and relating their position to specific segments of the
landform, a soil scientist develops a concept, or model, of how they were formed. Thus,
during mapping, this model enables the soil scientist to predict with a considerable
degree of accuracy the kind of soil or miscellaneous area at a specific location on the
landscape.


Commonly, individual soils on the landscape merge into one another as their
characteristics gradually change. To construct an accurate soil map, however, soil
scientists must determine the boundaries between the soils. They can observe only
a limited number of soil profiles. Nevertheless, these observations, supplemented by
an understanding of the soil-vegetation-landscape relationship, are sufficient to verify
predictions of the kinds of soil in an area and to determine the boundaries.


Soil scientists recorded the characteristics of the soil profiles that they studied. They
noted soil color, texture, size and shape of soil aggregates, kind and amount of rock
fragments, distribution of plant roots, reaction, and other features that enable them to
identify soils. After describing the soils in the survey area and determining their
properties, the soil scientists assigned the soils to taxonomic classes (units).
Taxonomic classes are concepts. Each taxonomic class has a set of soil
characteristics with precisely defined limits. The classes are used as a basis for
comparison to classify soils systematically. Soil taxonomy, the system of taxonomic
classification used in the United States, is based mainly on the kind and character of
soil properties and the arrangement of horizons within the profile. After the soil
scientists classified and named the soils in the survey area, they compared the
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individual soils with similar soils in the same taxonomic class in other areas so that
they could confirm data and assemble additional data based on experience and
research.


The objective of soil mapping is not to delineate pure map unit components; the
objective is to separate the landscape into landforms or landform segments that have
similar use and management requirements. Each map unit is defined by a unique
combination of soil components and/or miscellaneous areas in predictable
proportions. Some components may be highly contrasting to the other components of
the map unit. The presence of minor components in a map unit in no way diminishes
the usefulness or accuracy of the data. The delineation of such landforms and
landform segments on the map provides sufficient information for the development of
resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, onsite investigation is
needed to define and locate the soils and miscellaneous areas.


Soil scientists make many field observations in the process of producing a soil map.
The frequency of observation is dependent upon several factors, including scale of
mapping, intensity of mapping, design of map units, complexity of the landscape, and
experience of the soil scientist. Observations are made to test and refine the soil-
landscape model and predictions and to verify the classification of the soils at specific
locations. Once the soil-landscape model is refined, a significantly smaller number of
measurements of individual soil properties are made and recorded. These
measurements may include field measurements, such as those for color, depth to
bedrock, and texture, and laboratory measurements, such as those for content of
sand, silt, clay, salt, and other components. Properties of each soil typically vary from
one point to another across the landscape.


Observations for map unit components are aggregated to develop ranges of
characteristics for the components. The aggregated values are presented. Direct
measurements do not exist for every property presented for every map unit
component. Values for some properties are estimated from combinations of other
properties.


While a soil survey is in progress, samples of some of the soils in the area generally
are collected for laboratory analyses and for engineering tests. Soil scientists interpret
the data from these analyses and tests as well as the field-observed characteristics
and the soil properties to determine the expected behavior of the soils under different
uses. Interpretations for all of the soils are field tested through observation of the soils
in different uses and under different levels of management. Some interpretations are
modified to fit local conditions, and some new interpretations are developed to meet
local needs. Data are assembled from other sources, such as research information,
production records, and field experience of specialists. For example, data on crop
yields under defined levels of management are assembled from farm records and from
field or plot experiments on the same kinds of soil.


Predictions about soil behavior are based not only on soil properties but also on such
variables as climate and biological activity. Soil conditions are predictable over long
periods of time, but they are not predictable from year to year. For example, soil
scientists can predict with a fairly high degree of accuracy that a given soil will have
a high water table within certain depths in most years, but they cannot predict that a
high water table will always be at a specific level in the soil on a specific date.


After soil scientists located and identified the significant natural bodies of soil in the
survey area, they drew the boundaries of these bodies on aerial photographs and
identified each as a specific map unit. Aerial photographs show trees, buildings, fields,
roads, and rivers, all of which help in locating boundaries accurately.

Map Unit Descriptions
The map units delineated on the detailed soil maps in a soil survey represent the soils
or miscellaneous areas in the survey area. The map unit descriptions, along with the
maps, can be used to determine the composition and properties of a unit.


A map unit delineation on a soil map represents an area dominated by one or more
major kinds of soil or miscellaneous areas. A map unit is identified and named
according to the taxonomic classification of the dominant soils. Within a taxonomic
class there are precisely defined limits for the properties of the soils. On the landscape,
however, the soils are natural phenomena, and they have the characteristic variability
of all natural phenomena. Thus, the range of some observed properties may extend
beyond the limits defined for a taxonomic class. Areas of soils of a single taxonomic
class rarely, if ever, can be mapped without including areas of other taxonomic
classes. Consequently, every map unit is made up of the soils or miscellaneous areas
for which it is named and some minor components that belong to taxonomic classes
other than those of the major soils.


Most minor soils have properties similar to those of the dominant soil or soils in the
map unit, and thus they do not affect use and management. These are called
noncontrasting, or similar, components. They may or may not be mentioned in a
particular map unit description. Other minor components, however, have properties
and behavioral characteristics divergent enough to affect use or to require different
management. These are called contrasting, or dissimilar, components. They generally
are in small areas and could not be mapped separately because of the scale used.
Some small areas of strongly contrasting soils or miscellaneous areas are identified
by a special symbol on the maps. If included in the database for a given area, the
contrasting minor components are identified in the map unit descriptions along with
some characteristics of each. A few areas of minor components may not have been
observed, and consequently they are not mentioned in the descriptions, especially
where the pattern was so complex that it was impractical to make enough observations
to identify all the soils and miscellaneous areas on the landscape.

Soils that have profiles that are almost alike make up a soil series. Except for
differences in texture of the surface layer, all the soils of a series have major horizons
that are similar in composition, thickness, and arrangement.


Soils of one series can differ in texture of the surface layer, slope, stoniness, salinity,
degree of erosion, and other characteristics that affect their use. On the basis of such
differences, a soil series is divided into soil phases. Most of the areas shown on the
detailed soil maps are phases of soil series. The name of a soil phase commonly
indicates a feature that affects use or management. For example, Alpha silt loam, 0
to 2 percent slopes, is a phase of the Alpha series.


Some map units are made up of two or more major soils or miscellaneous areas.
These map units are complexes, associations, or undifferentiated groups.


A complex consists of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas in such an intricate
pattern or in such small areas that they cannot be shown separately on the maps. The
pattern and proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat similar in all
areas. Alpha-Beta complex, 0 to 6 percent slopes, is an example.


An association is made up of two or more geographically associated soils or
miscellaneous areas that are shown as one unit on the maps. Because of present or
anticipated uses of the map units in the survey area, it was not considered practical
or necessary to map the soils or miscellaneous areas separately. The pattern and
relative proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat similar. Alpha-
Beta association, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example.


An undifferentiated group is made up of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas that
could be mapped individually but are mapped as one unit because similar
interpretations can be made for use and management. The pattern and proportion of
the soils or miscellaneous areas in a mapped area are not uniform. An area can be
made up of only one of the major soils or miscellaneous areas, or it can be made up
of all of them. Alpha and Beta soils, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example.
