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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 


 


Western Technologies Inc. (WT) has completed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) 
of the approximate 53.62-acres of land consisting of Coconino County Assessor’s Parcel 
Numbers (APN) 112-01-022 and -023 in Flagstaff, Arizona (“the Property”). The purpose of this 
ESA was to identify to the extent feasible, pursuant to the processes described herein, 
recognized environmental conditions (RECs) in connection with the Property. 
 
At the time of this assessment, the Property was predominantly vacant native forestland with 
moderate to dense Ponderosa pine and typical forest vegetation. Occasional rock outcrops were 
present in the eastern portion of the Property. The Clay Avenue Wash Detention Basin and 
associated levees and concrete spillway was located on the west parcel of the Property. The 
improvements included levees along the north, east and south sides of the parcel, up to 14 feet in 
height, a concrete spillway in the northeast corner of the parcel, and a gravel surfaced service 
road along the top of the levees. WT observed a de minimis amount of litter and debris 
throughout the Property, including barbed wire, wood debris, and metal fence stakes. Forest 
Service Road 506, a dirt and gravel road, was located along the northern edge of the Property. 
Other than the Clay Avenue Wash Detention Basin improvements, our ESA did not identify any 
other prior Property uses.  
 
The sites adjoining the Property consisted of Forest Service Road 506, the Atchison Topeka and 
Santa Fe Railroad, and native forestland to the north; residential development to the east and 
south; and native forestland and graded areas to the west, associated with the Clay Avenue Wash 
Detention Basin with associated levees. We did not identify RECs on the Property in connection 
with the adjoining land uses. 
 
The earliest standard historical source reviewed for this ESA was a topographic map dated 
1886, that showed a railroad along the northern edge of the Property and no developed 
features on the Property. The first record of development on the Property was a 2011 aerial 
photograph that depicted a wash, levees and concrete spillway on the west parcel; however, 
online records indicated that the levees and dam were completed in 2009. 
 
WT obtained a commercial database report from Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) that 
included information extracted from regulatory databases and lists kept by the United States 
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) and the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality 
(ADEQ). The database findings did not identify the Property or other sites in the searched USEPA 
databases.  The database findings did not identify listings for the Property in the searched ADEQ 
databases.  The database identified one leaking underground storage tank (LUST) site, Pine 
Springs Truck Stop/Woody Mt. The site had all LUSTs closed and USTs permanently removed. Due 
to the status of the site LUSTs and USTs, this site does not represent a REC in connection with the 
Property.   
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WT performed this ESA in general agreement with the scope and limitations of ASTM E1527-13 
of the approximate 53.62-acres of land consisting of APNs 112-01-022 and -023 in Flagstaff, 
Arizona. This ESA revealed no evidence of RECs currently in connection with the Property and 
WT makes no recommendations for further assessment at this time.  If additional information 
becomes available or known that may suggest the presence of RECs currently in connection 
with the Property, contact this firm for potential recommendations.

1.0 INTRODUCTION 


 


Western Technologies Inc. (WT) presents this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of 
the approximate 53.62-acres of land consisting of Coconino County Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 
(APN) 112-01-022 and -023 in Flagstaff, Arizona (the “Property”). The cadastral description of 
the Property relative to the U.S. Public Land Survey System was generally within a portion of 
Section 19, in Township 21 North, Range 7 East, Gila and Salt River Baseline and Meridian, 
Coconino County, Arizona. Figure 1 in Appendix A shows the Property location. 
 
1.1 Project Authorization 


 
Western Technologies Inc. (WT) was authorized by David Rogers with Voyager Flagstaff 54 
Investors, LLC, to perform this ESA according to WT’s Contract for Professional Services, 
Reference No. 2586PE009R, between WT and Voyager Flagstaff 54 Investors, LLC. 
 


1.2 User Reliance 


 
WT prepared this ESA for Voyager Flagstaff 54 Investors, LLC and Arizona State Land 
Department. This ESA may not be utilized or relied upon by any other person or entity 
without the express written consent of WT and the completion of the User’s responsibilities 
as described in ASTM E1527-13 and the All Appropriate Inquiries Rule (AAI Rule). 
 


1.3 Environmental Professionals Statement 


 
I, Maximilian Kemnitz, P.E., declare that to the best of my professional knowledge and 
belief, I meet the definition of Environmental Professional as defined in 40 CFR § 312.10. I 
have the specific qualifications, based on education, training, and experience, to assess a 
property of the nature, history, and setting of the Property. 
 
Ms. Reddinger conducted the site reconnaissance, interviews and records reviews under 
the supervision and responsible charge of Mr. Kemnitz. The final review of the written 
report and the formulation of opinions regarding Recognized Environmental Conditions 
were performed by Mr. Kemnitz. 


 
1.4 Purpose 


 
The purpose of this ESA was to identify, to the extent feasible pursuant to the processes 
described herein, recognized environmental conditions (RECs) in connection with the 
Property. According to the ASTM E1527-13, RECs are “the presence or likely presence of 
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any hazardous substances or petroleum products on, in, or at the Property: (1) due to a 
release to the environment; (2) under conditions indicative of a release to the environment; 
or (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a release to the environment. De 
minimis conditions are not RECs.  WT used its judgment to identify migration pathways and 
RECs.   
 


1.5 Scope of Services and Limiting Conditions 


 
The scope of services for this ESA generally followed the applicable provisions of the 
Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment Process (ASTM E1527-13) and the scope and limitations in our contract for this 
project, and consisted of a reconnaissance of the Property, interviews, a review of physical 
setting information, reviews of historical use research, reviews of standard Federal and 
State databases and local records, file reviews (if deemed necessary by the environmental 
professional), and preparation of this report. 
 


2.0 PROPERTY AND AREA INFORMATION 
 
The reconnaissance of the Property was performed by Sarah Reddinger on March 10, 2016. The 
reconnaissance was performed by walking the interior and perimeter of the Property. No limiting 
conditions were encountered during the reconnaissance. Figure 2 in Appendix A depicts general 
features observed on the Property. Photographs taken during the reconnaissance of the Property 
are included in Appendix B.  
 
2.1 Current Property Use and Occupancy 


 
At the time of this assessment, the Property was predominantly vacant native forestland. 
The western portion of the Property was partially developed with the Clay Avenue Wash 
Detention Basin and associated levees and concrete spillway.  
 


2.2 Property Improvements and Features 


 
The Property was predominantly vacant native forestland with moderate to dense 
Ponderosa pine and typical forest vegetation. Occasional rock outcrops were present in the 
eastern portion of the Property. The Clay Avenue Wash Detention Basin and associated 
levees and concrete spillway was located on the west parcel of the Property. The 
improvements include levees along the north, east and south sides of the parcel, up to 14 
feet in height, a concrete spillway in the northeast corner of the parcel, and a gravel 
surfaced service road along the top of the levees. Forest Service Road 506, a dirt and gravel 
road, was located along the northern edge of the Property.  
 


2.3 Utilities 


 
With the exception of a manhole cover near the concrete spillway, WT did not observe 
utility service installations on the Property.  
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2.4 Current Adjoining Property Use and Description 


 
The Property location was in Flagstaff, Arizona. The land adjoining the Property included 
the following: 
 


 North of the Property was Forest Service Road 506, the Atchison Topeka and Santa Fe 
Railroad, and native forestland. 


  


 East of the Property was a residential development. 
 


 South of the Property was a residential development. 
 


 West of the Property was native forestland and graded areas and levees associated 
with the Clay Avenue Wash Detention Basin. 


  
Based on observations made during the reconnaissance, WT did not identify indications of 
RECs on the Property resulting from activities on the adjoining sites. 
 


2.5 Physical Setting Sources 
 


Topographic maps from the United States Geological Survey (USGS) and hydrogeologic 
reports from the Arizona Department of Water Resources (ADWR) were reviewed as 
standard physical setting sources of information about the Property and surrounding area. 
The physical setting information represents a general indication of topographic and 
hydrogeologic conditions that may reflect pathways for the migration of hazardous 
substances and petroleum products onto or away from the Property. However, this 
regionally-based information may not accurately describe current site-specific physical 
setting conditions. 
 
The Property is located within the San Francisco Volcanic Field, the second largest volcanic 
field in North America. The field became active approximately 5 million years ago, the 
most recent eruption occurring approximately 1,100 years ago at Sunset Crater (Newhall, 
et. al., 1987). Sedimentary rocks underlying the volcanic terrain include, in descending 
order, the Moenkopi Formation, the Kaibab Formation, the Toroweap Formation, the 
Coconino Sandstone and the Supai Group. 
 
The topography in the Property vicinity is hilly to mountainous terrain with gentle to steep 
slopes. The Property has an approximate elevation of 7,055 feet above Mean Sea Level 
(MSL) in the northeast portion of the Property, to 7,090 feet in the south-central portion 
of the Property.   
 
Based on water resource information (McGavock, et. al., 1986), the Property is situated 
along the southern margin of the Little Colorado River Plateau Physiographic Province, 
within the hydrologic regime designated as the Little Colorado River Basin. 
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The Coconino Sandstone and sandy units of the underlying Supai Group represent the 
major regional aquifer for the Property. Based on groundwater potentiometric contours 
in the area of the Property (McGavock et. al., 1986; Appel and Bills, 1979), depth to the 
regional aquifer on the Property is estimated at between 1,200 and 1,300 feet below 
ground surface (bgs). This depth is the stratigraphic position of the Coconino Sandstone 
aquifer.  
 
Direction of groundwater flow in the Coconino Sandstone aquifer is reported to be to the 
northeast, off the northeast flank of the Mormon Mountain anticline. The anticline is a 
subsurface dome structure, which serves to divide groundwater flow.  
 
The ADWR database did not show any registered wells located on the Property. The 
database did show seven wells within a one-mile radius of the Property; three were listed as 
exempt, one was listed as non-exempt, and three were listed as “other.” The closest well 
with water level data was registered to Hidden Hollow MP and was located just north of the 
Property. The depth to water in this well was reported as 1,201 feet bgs.  


 
3.0 RECONNAISSANCE FOR KNOWN AND SUSPECT RECS 


 
This section provides information about potential sources of known and suspect RECs in 
connection with the Property. 
 
3.1 Potential PCB Sources 


 
Electrical transformers, capacitors, and possibly hydraulic equipment, including elevators, 
are potential sources of PCBs. No indications of PCB sources were observed. 
 


3.2 Aboveground Storage Tanks (ASTs) 


 
ASTs consist of portable fuel tanks on construction sites, portable fertilizer tanks in 
agricultural fields, process tanks in industrial applications, large bulk storage tanks at 
distribution facilities, storage tanks for the dispensing fuel and lubricants at automotive 
facilities and for the collection of liquid waste materials, and as integral fuel tanks to back-
up power generators. No indications of existing or former ASTs were noted during the 
reconnaissance. 
 


3.3 Underground Storage Tanks (USTs) 


 
Surface indications of existing or former USTs includes pump islands, fill ports, vent pipes, 
vapor monitoring wells, inventory monitoring equipment, asphalt patches over former tank 
pits or fuel lines, and remedial systems. None of the listed surface indications of existing or 
former USTs were noted during the reconnaissance.  
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3.4 Hazardous Substances, Petroleum Products, and Containers 


 
At the time of the reconnaissance, WT did not observe any indications of hazardous 
substances, petroleum products, and containers on the Property. 
 


3.5 Solid Waste Indicators 


 
Indications of solid waste storage or disposal include dumpsters, roll-off containers, waste 
piles, uncontrolled disposal of trash, demolition debris, construction debris, or vegetation, 
wildcat dumping, tires, litter, unusual mounding or depressions, fill or suspected fill from 
unknown sources, and debris commingled in disturbed surface areas. WT observed a de 
minimis amount of litter and debris throughout the Property, including barbed wire, wood 
debris, and metal fence stakes. 
  


3.6 Wastewater, Stormwater, and Other Liquid Discharges 


 
Wastewater discharges include existing or former surface impoundments, oil/water 
separators, sumps, catch basins, injection wells, drywells receiving non-storm water related 
discharges, wastewater treatment systems, septic systems including tanks, leach fields, and 
seepage pits, exterior pipe discharges, pits, ponds, and lagoons. The Clay Avenue Wash 
Detention Basin with associated levees and concrete spillway were observed on the west 
parcel of the Property. Clay Avenue Wash was observed on the west parcel of the Property, 
trending southwest to northeast through the Property to the spillway, and then along the 
north edge of the Property. Flow through the spillway is directed southeasterly.  


 
3.7 Air Emission Control Equipment 


 
Air emission control equipment can include laboratory hoods, exterior vent stacks, 
incinerators, chimneys, bag houses, cyclones, and paint booths and result in the generation 
of used products or materials consisting of hazardous substances or petroleum products. No 
indications of air emission control equipment were noted on the Property during the 
reconnaissance.   


 
3.8 Existing or Former Wells 


 
Wells can be identified through the presence of well casings extending above the ground 
surface, turbines or pumps, a water storage tank, pressure tank, or water distribution 
piping, or traffic-rated covers over monitoring wells. Water produced from wells can be 
utilized for irrigation, public distribution, personal consumption, or environmental or 
hydrological monitoring or remediation. Evidence of groundwater wells was not observed 
on the Property during the reconnaissance. Review of the ADWR website did not indicate 
that any wells were registered to the Property. 
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4.0 INTERVIEWS 
 


This section summarizes information from interviews conducted as part of this ESA. The 
completed questionnaires are included in Appendix C.  


 
4.1 Interviews with the User of this Report 


 
Voyager Flagstaff 54 Investors, LLC has been identified as the “User” of this ESA and was 
provided a copy of WT’s User Questionnaire for review and completion. Mr. David Rogers 
provided information consistent with the User Responsibilities described in ASTM E1527-13 
by completing and returning WT’s User Questionnaire on March 14, 2016. Mr. Rogers 
reported that this ESA was requested as a baseline review. 
 
Mr. Rogers was not aware of environmental clean-up liens, engineering controls, 
institutional controls, land use restrictions, or of litigation or administrative actions 
regarding environmental laws pertaining to the Property. He indicated that the purchase 
price for the Property had not been reduced from fair market value. Mr. Rogers was not 
aware of commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information about the Property that 
might help the environmental professional identify conditions indicative of releases or 
suspected releases. He stated he had specialized knowledge of the Property, as he was 
aware Voyager Flagstaff 54 Investors, LLC had the Property under a Certificate of Purchase 
with the State of Arizona from 2007 to 2015. Under the Certificate of Purchase the State 
remained the owner of the Property.  
 


4.2 Interviews with the Property Owner, Current Operators, or Occupants 


 
WT submitted an ASTM Property Owner/Key Site Manager questionnaire to Voyager 
Flagstaff 54 Investors, LLC. WT had not received the completed questionnaire as of the date 
of this report.  


 
4.3 Interviews with Past Owners, Operators, or Occupants 


 
WT did not interview past owners, operators or occupants for interviews because past 
Property owner information was not readily available. 
 


4.4 Interviews with Others 


 
WT did not find or interview others with knowledge of the Property history. 


 


5.0 HISTORICAL RECORDS INFORMATION 
 


The objective of consulting historical sources was to develop a history of obvious uses of the 
Property back to 1940, or to the first developed use of the Property, whichever is earlier, unless a 
data failure occurred. The earliest standard historical source reviewed for this ESA was a 
topographic map dated 1886, that showed a railroad along the northern edge of the Property and 
no developed features on the Property. The first record of development on the Property parcels 
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was a 2011 aerial photograph that depicted levees and a spillway on the west parcel of the 
Property, associated with the Clay Avenue Wash Detention Basin, which extends southwesterly 
off-Property. Review of online information from the Arizona Daily Sun (October 11, 2011) and the 
City of Flagstaff indicated that the detention basin and associated levees and spillway were 
completed in 2009. WT was not always able to maintain a five-year interval of record review.  
Based on the known and limited use of the Property, these data gaps did not affect our ability to 
interpret RECs from the available standard historical sources.  


 
5.1 Property Tax Files 


 
According to Coconino County Assessor records, the current Property owner for APNs 
112-01-022 and -023 was listed as the State of Arizona; and Voyager Investment 
Properties LLC. Records from the Arizona Department of Revenue, Property Tax Division, 
indicate that the Property parcels were vacant. The acreage of the two Property parcels 
were reported as 31.95 and 21.67 for parcels -022 and -023, respectively. The Records are 
shown in Appendix D. 
 


5.2 Land Title Records 


 
A chain-of-title report was not commissioned as part of this ESA. This data gap should not 
prevent WT from rendering an opinion regarding RECs in connection with the Property. 


 
5.3 Zoning/Land Use Records 


 
According to the City of Flagstaff zoning map 7, APN 112-01-022 was located within a zoning 
designation of MH for Manufacturing Housing.   
 
According to online Coconino County Assessor records, APN 112-01-023 was located within 
a zoning designation of G for General Zone.  
 


5.4 Local Street Directories 


 
Local street directories are annual publications that list the names of telephone service 
recipients by address. The information contained in local street directories may be useful 
in determining the type of facility or business that operated at a particular address in a 
given year. The street directories were not searched since the Property does not have a 
documented address. 
 


5.5 Property Development Records 


 
WT contacted the City of Flagstaff Development Services department, which did not have 
any Property records. 
 
WT contacted the Coconino County Development Department, which did not have any 
Property records.  
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5.6 Fire Insurance Maps 


 
Fire Insurance Maps were produced by private fire insurance map companies and depicted 
physical features and developments on land. These maps typically cover older sections of 
metropolitan areas. Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps reviewed for the City of Flagstaff in the 
early 1900s, did not cover the area of the Property. 
 


5.7 Topographic Maps and Atlases 


 
Topographic maps were reviewed for evidence of prior land uses or structures on or 
adjacent to the Property. Historical topographic maps available from NETR Online dated 
1912, 1929, 1939, 1946, 1951, 1960, 1965, 1973, 1976, and 1983 were reviewed. The maps 
consistently depicted the Property without any developed features. The maps showed a 
railroad track along the northern edge of the Property.  
 
USGS topographic maps were also reviewed from 1886, 1891, 1894, 1899, 1908, 1912, 
1954, 1960, 1962, 1982, 2011, and 2014. The Arizona, San Francisco Mountain, maps dated 
1886 through 1899 consistently depicted the railroad along the northern edge of the 
Property and no developed features on the Property. The Flagstaff Quadrangle maps dated 
1908 through 1960 depicted the Property with no developments and the railroad along the 
northern edge of the Property. The Flagstaff 30x60 minute series map dated 1982 showed 
the Property without any developed features and the railroad along the northern edge. The 
Flagstaff West Quadrangle 7.5 minute series dated 1962 through 2014 also depicted the 
Property without any developed features and the railroad along the northern Property 
edge. 
 
An Army Map Service map from 1947 was reviewed. The Flagstaff map showed the 
Property without any developed features and the railroad along the northern edge.  
 


5.8 Aerial Photography 


 
A historical aerial photograph from NETR Online was reviewed from 1964. In this 
photograph, the Property appeared to be undeveloped native desert; the railroad was 
present along the northern Property edge. 
 
Aerial photographs available on Google Earth from 1997, 2003, 2007, 2011, and 2015 
were reviewed to evaluate prior uses of the Property and surrounding area; selected 
photographs are included in Appendix D. The photographs from 1997 through 2007 
showed the Property as undeveloped native desert. It also showed a railroad along the 
northern Property edge. The 2011 and 2015 photographs showed the east parcel as 
undeveloped native forestland, and the west parcel included the Clay Avenue Wash 
Detention Basin levees and spillway extending onto the Property. The railroad was still 
along the northern edge of the entire Property. 
 
In 1997 to 2003, a mobile home development was present to the south of the west 
Property parcel, and other areas around the Property were native forestland. In 2005, 
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additional residential development was present to the south and east of the east Property 
parcel.  
 
The photographs did not depict any indication of wells, pits, ponds, landfills, mines, or 
other features of potential environmental concern on or in the near vicinity of the 
Property.  
 


5.9 Other Historical Sources 


 
No other historic documents or related environmental studies could be located for the 
Property. 


 
6.0 ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS REVIEW 


 
WT obtained a commercial database report from Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) that 
included information extracted from regulatory databases and lists kept by the United States 
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) and the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality 
(ADEQ). A copy of the database report with descriptions and release dates of the searched 
databases, and maps showing locations relative to the Property, is presented in Appendix E. 


 
6.1  Federal USEPA Records Results 


 
The Federal records maintained by the USEPA included: the National Priorities List (NPL); 
Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation Liability Information System 
(CERCLIS) including No Further Remedial Action Planned sites (NFRAP); Resource 
Conservation Recovery Act (RCRA) Corrective Action Sites; RCRA Treatment Storage 
Disposal Facilities; RCRA Generators (RCRAGN), RCRA No Longer Regulated (RCRANLR), 
and Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS). 
 
The database findings did not identify the Property or any other sites within the searched 
USEPA databases.  


 


6.2  Arizona Department of Environmental Quality Records Results 


 
The Arizona records maintained by the ADEQ included: the State Priority List (SPL), or 
Water Quality Assurance Revolving Fund (WQARF) Registry List including the Arizona 
Superfund Program List; the historic Arizona CERCLA Information Data System (ACIDS) 
database; Registered Underground Storage Tanks (USTs); Leaking USTs; Institutional 
Control (INSTCONT) Database; Landfills; Hazardous Materials Response Incidents, Voluntary 
Cleanup Program (VCP), and Arizona Brownfields Program List.  
 
The database findings did not identify listings for the Property in the searched ADEQ 
databases.  The database identified one LUST site, Pine Springs Truck Stop/Woody Mt at 
2600 North West Street. The site had eight LUSTs cases, all of which had been closed, and 
two USTs having been permanently removed. There were no other USTs registered to the 
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site. Due to the status of the site LUSTs and USTs, this site does not represent a REC in 
connection with the Property.   


 
6.3  Additional Records Reviews 


 
WT was unable to search the ADEQ online UST and LUST databases, land use restrictions 
database, the VEMUR/DEUR database, and Hazardous Materials Incident database for 
the Property since it had no listed address. 
 
WT was unable to search the ADEQ drywell registration records without a Property 
address. 


 
7.0 SUMMARY OF ASSESSMENT 


 
7.1  Findings 


 
This section presents our opinion regarding the probable impact to the Property from 
known or suspect RECs which may include current RECs, historical RECs, de minimis 
conditions, or other environmental conditions, that were identifiable from the records 
reviews, interviews, and site reconnaissance. 
 
At the time of this assessment, the Property was predominantly vacant native forestland. 
The west parcel of the Property was developed with levees and a concrete spillway 
associated with the Clay Avenue Wash Detention Basin improvements completed in 2009. 
Other prior Property uses were not identified. WT observed a de minimis amount of litter 
and debris throughout the Property, including barbed wire, wood debris, and metal fence 
stakes. WT did not observe indications of RECs in connection with the Property during the 
reconnaissance or in our research of the Property history. WT did not identify RECs in 
connection with the Property in connection with the adjoining land uses, which included a 
forest service road and railroad along the north edge of the Property. Other adjoining areas 
included residential development and native forestland. 
 
The commercial database report from EDR did not identify the Property or other sites in 
the searched USEPA databases. The database did not identify the Property in the searched 
ADEQ databases. One LUST site was identified; however, due to the status of the site 
LUSTs and USTs, it does not represent a REC in connection with the Property.   


 
7.2  Conclusions and Recommendations 


 
WT performed this ESA in general agreement with the scope and limitations of ASTM 
E1527-13 of the approximate 53.62-acres of land consisting of APNs 112-01-022 and -023 
in Flagstaff, Arizona. This ESA revealed no evidence of RECs currently in connection with 
the Property and WT makes no recommendations for further assessment at this time. If 
additional information becomes available or known that may suggest the presence of 
RECs currently in connection with the Property, contact this firm for potential 
recommendations. 
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8.0 LIMITATIONS 


 
WT has performed its services in accordance with its contract with the Client, utilizing the 
degree of skill and care practiced by firms providing similar services in the locality of the 
Property. No other warranty or representation, either expressed or implied, is made. Not every 
Property warrants the same level of assessment.
